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Chalice Directions 
 

1) Put the chalice in a prominent place 
in your home such as: kitchen table, 
coffee table, fireplace, bookshelf 

2) It should be placed on the provided 
corporal (white cloth) 

3) You may touch the chalice during 
your daily prayers 

4) Say the provided prayer along with 
your regular family prayers 

5) When the week is done carefully 
package the chalice in its box with 
the corporal and prayers 

6) If no other arrangements have been 
made, bring the chalice to church be-
fore your normal weekend mass 
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
